4.5 Future Proofing

Provision for expansion of the proposed new Main Acute Building, 
including Mental Health Building has been made for short and long-term 
development opportunities.

Short term expansion can occur within the immediate confines of the 
new building. This includes ability to expand theatres on L02 into soft 
spaces, such as the Administration areas which are located adjacent. 
There are other similar planning provisions that make expansion 
into adjoining soft spaces possible. The strategy was to ensure that 
proposed expansion can be undertaken with an emphasis upon 
minimising operational function/disruption of service provision and 
construction cost. 

Three specific zones have been identified as possible expansion areas:

• Expansion of the Main Acute Building with additional Inpatient 
units/additional building wings. Example being the Future Clinical 
Expansion.

• Expansion of the Mental Health Services adjacent to the proposed 
Stage 1 works.

• Expansion of support services and on-site public/staff car parking to 
peripheral areas of the site.

Roof and Podium level plantrooms are being designed with capacity to 
take account for the Future Clinical Expansion.

Longer term, the main expansion zones have been identified in 
accordance with the Concept Design strategy for the Bundaberg 
Hospital site. 

Further expansion opportunities are available toward the south and east 
of the of the site. This could include further expansion of clinical services 
by extending the north/south axial Hospital Street (HST) circulation 
spine further south. Multi-level wing buildings, like the proposed IPU 
towers, can be plugged in where required. This plug-in approach is 
planned for the Cancer Care services facility.

Additional Multi-Level car parking facilities can be added in various 
locations. The site also allows for development of private health facilities. 
These facilities are envisaged to be located east of the proposed Mental 
Health Building. Ideally the proposed private facility should be planned 
so that it has a direct undercover connection back to the proposed 
Acute Services building. Currently the master planning of the site 
does not allow for the provision an efficient/direct connection. Direct 
connects are preferred as they provide for better utilisation of valuable 
equipment and services, specifically those associated with theatres and 
medical imaging.
